Knowing my loveof hitting thelinksto chase
the little white ball, perhaps you thought it
would begolf. Or, hearingmetalk about my
life-long desire to catch “areally big one”
and mount it abovethefamily room fireplace,
maybeyou thought itisfishing. But no, my
inspiration came from another great game,
co-ed church league softball, and our team'’s
exciting game last Sunday evening at the
Cosmo Park Rainbow complex. Think about
some of those great life lessons!

Itisco-ed! Menandwomen are both given
the chanceto play. Infact, theremust bean
equal number of women and men on each
team; any team without enough women must
take an automatic out each timethe missing
player’s spot comes to the plate.

The game is slow pitch, which gives each
batter a chance to actually hit the ball. Ev-
eryone getsachance to make acontribution
to the team’s success. But the game moves
right along, as each batter comesto the plate
already having one strike and one ball and
no one hogs all the attention at the plate!

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Correction of Historical
Information

An error was caught by Jean Rossman in a
couple of details about the Mother’s class
for thefirst week of September inthe Adult
Christian Education article. Themajor cor-
rection to be noted isthat the Quilting Group
wasagroup withinthe Mother’s Class, start-
ingin 1920 with around 15-20 ladies. They
did sewing aswell as quilting. It wasnot a
re creation/extension of the Mother’s Class
after its demise, but a part of it during its
most active period. After talking with Jean,
| realized the Mother’s Class shouldered a
great deal of work of the church. They were
definitely the“go to” ladies of their day. In
the process of making the corrections, Jean
gave me some additional interesting infor-
mation about the Mother’s Class which |
have attached:

TheMother’sClassat First Christian
Church
(1912-circa 1960)

The Mother’s Class began in 1912 and dis-
solved about 1960. It involved about 20-25
women. They did some of the major func-
tions in the life of the church. This class
cooked for al the Fellowship dinners and
the specia Thanksgiving dinners. Theclass
did sewing for agirl in Nanking, making all
her clothes. At onetimethey were sending
money, but then determined it was not get-
ting to the person it was sent for. They
made clothing and sent it to Japan, China,
India, and Africa. The Mother’sClassalso
had asocial component where once amonth
they would go to someone’s house as a
purely social event to play games, visit and
have supper.

Out of The Mother’s Class, aMothers Quiilt-
ing Group evolved. Between 15-20 came
every Wednesday to sew or quilt. They met
from 10:00-1:30 and brought a sack lunch.
Eight women would quilt at atime, four on
each side. The others would sew on the

clothes sent for overseasrelief. Amongthe
memberswere: Mrs. Million, Mrs. VanHorn,
Mrs. McQuitty, Mrs. Scott, Mrs. Ragsdale,
Anne Fleming and Hannah Jones. Thelast
quilt they madeisin the possession of Jean
Fleming Rossman. Itisdone predominately
with appliqués astheladies had gotten ol der
with failing eyesand crippled hands, which
is one of the reasons they disbanded the
quilting group.

Thequilting group disbanded near 1960 due
to thefragility and death of anumber of the
women. Theincreased price of thread had
slowed down their ability to sew as much
during the war years and the quilts were
not bringing enough money at the annual
bazaar. Oncethe quilting group disbanded,
so few wereleft inthe Mother’sClassthat it
dissolved very quickly afterwards. The
Quilting Group and the M other’s Classwere
both gone by the early 1960's.

Children’s Worship Hour

At an al-church planning retreat held in 1969, the minister, Glynn
Burke, and the director of Christian education, Eva Ordway, an-
nounced that they would like to have achildren’sworship program.
Although afulltime University of MO employee, Muriel Leachvol-
unteered to develop one. As an ordained minister with amastersin
Christian Education, she had already conceived theideafor such a
ministry. A Children’sWorship Hour (CWH) committee was created
with NormaMiller aschairperson.

The fall of 1969 was spent in developing, organizing, recruiting
leaders, and conducting parent meetingsto explain theformat. The
first session with the children was held thefirst Sunday in January
1970 with 40 children (1% through 6" grades) and 8 adult |eaders
attending.

The primary objective was to teach children to truly worship and
not just “attend church.” Its aim wasto help them understand the
morning worship service; therefore, the same basic format was used
asin the sanctuary, including the same hymnal. The children met
usually three Sundaysamonthintheir own servicefor thefull hour
and at least one Sunday a month in the sanctuary.

Each year a specific theme was selected. The first year, since the
goal wasto try to help the children participate in the service while
in the sanctuary, they were taught the Lord’s Prayer, the Gloria
Patri, and the Doxology. Each month a hymn was selected for use
on the Sunday the children werein the sanctuary. During their own
services, the children learned the story behind the hymn and the
meaning of the words.

The children had their own worship bulletins, thuslearning how to
follow the order of servicein the sanctuary. Each month the cover
of the bulletin carried a different symbol found in the sanctuary.
The back of the bulletin explained the symbol. Bob L each designed
the covers, researched the symbol explanations, and wrote them on
the children’slevel. (Did you know the crossed keys in the organ
grillwork symbolize Peter?)

Each month on the inside of the bulletin cover aletter was sent to
the parents denoting what the children had studied that month and
how to reinforce the learning during the sanctuary worship. When
children learned the words “unison” and “responsive,” parents
could help them find those partsin the bulletin.

The children’s service began with an assembly to study the hymn,
explain the symbol, and present information. Then the children di-
vided into groups, which rotated monthly, to plan and select wor-
ship leaders, to serve as the choir, and to create worship materials,
such as worship centers or banners.

When all returned to the Children’s Chapel, the children led the
worship they had planned. Often a youth assistant presided, ex-
plaining each section of worship (Reverence, Fellowship, Dedica-

tion, and Renewal). So children could know some of the church
leaders, an elder presided at communion (the words of institution
were arranged responsively so the children could participateinthis
act). Usually an adult church member presented the sermonette.

By 1972, while Sam Langley was minister, attendance had reached
the 80s and 90s. Two groups were formed: Grades 1-3 met on the
third floor of the Education Building, Grades 4-6 on the second
floor. First Presbyterian Church sent a crew of teachers and youth
tointern so they could start asimilar program in their church.

In 1973 when Gary Armour became Associate Minister, he directed
the younger group and Muriel Leach completed the church year
with the older group. She then turned the program over to Gary,
who developed his own format.

After Gary Armour | eft, therewasno children’ sworship program. In
1977 Muriel Leach again volunteered to lead the program for two
years, until Michael Crouch settled into his staff position. A num-
ber of adaptations were made because there were fewer young
familiesin the church and attendance had fallen to 30-40 children.

In November 1987, Muriel became Minister of Education and re-
sumed the CWH ministry until her retirement in June 1993. The
most important addition was CWH Sunday, when children led the
entire sanctuary worship, sharing what they had learned that year
with the congregation. A magjor innovation was introducing the
congregationtotheliturgical year. Beginning withAdvent, aCWH-
made banner for each season was presented and a child explained
the symbol and liturgical color. Sincethat time the church has con-
tinued using banners and seasonal paraments.

Between the yearswhen this CWH format was used, theformat has
been more of an extended session with a short worship, beginning
after the children’s moment in the sanctuary. However, the current
format, directed by Sarah Read, also seeksto incorporate teaching
about worship, athough the children do not lead the worship.

At the end of Dr. Yonker’s first year as senior minister, his son
Thomas, then 10 yearsold, asked hisfather if he could serveasthe
liturgist inthe sanctuary. He said he knew how because hediditin
Children’s Worship often. He did serve, continues to serve, and
doesan excellent jab.

It isthe creativity and work of each |eader that has molded CWH
into the successful youth progam that exists today. It has taught
generations of children the meaning of worship, communion and
theliturgy. Thisearly training that madeit funto learn about church,
has produced better participation from our young adults, which in
turn has molded the leaders of the future.

Churchman Jack Armel’'s Campus Shack Returns

Thelegendary MU campus hangout, Jack’s Shack, is being reproduced as the Brady Com-
mons new food service area. The original Shack was named for a First Christian Church
deacon, Jack Armel, who bought it in 1932 asthe Davis TeaRoom. He promptly changed
the name, character, and clientele. 1t wasvery popular with studentsfor about 60 years and
appeared occasionally in national magazines.

The ColumbiaMissourian printed afront-page feature story about “ The Shack” on Thurs.,,
Aug. 9. Perhaps the most famous regular customer was student cartoonist Mort Walker.
Beetle Bailey, his campus joe, for years has been syndicated by Mort in newspapers as an
indolent army private.

Jack’s Shack was located in the Campustown small business area across Conley Avenue
south of Jesse Hall. The MU Reynolds Alumni Center is now on the site, and alife-size
statue of arelaxed Beetle Bailey sitting at a rough-hewn and carved-up booth marks the
spot. It is designed so people can sit beside Beetle or lean on his shoulder to be photo-
graphed. Thel958 popular song, “The Green Door,” by alumnus Jim Loweisreputed to be
about the Shack’s entrance. The reconstructed Shack inside the Commons will preserve
original booths and furnishings the university saved. The late Jack Armel and al of us of
the church will be proud. We add that Jack’s wife, Vera, was very active in our church’'s
large Women's Council, which preceded our CWFwomen’sministries. Thank you, Armels!
